Welcome back to the start of our final half term. I do hope that you all managed to enjoy the sunshine 
last week with family and friends . 
 
Having just had my second jab, I’ve joined a hugely successful roll out which would appear to be our 
route out of the Covid situation. Here however is the catch. We know until the world has vaccinated the  
dangers are not over and while the virus remains it will continue to mutate. In schools we have a unique 
situation. Here we have 480 unvaccinated young people all sharing a building. We know the risk to them 
personally is far less than for many, but the risk to their education is still real.  
 
As we know from experience, it's still easy for a bubble to have to close. Thanks to the dedication of the 
staff, education is able to continue if a bubble does have to close, but I don’t need to point out the  
inconvenience caused for parents/carers.  As a result it is vital to keep vigilant . I sent out a letter during 
half term on behalf of Pubic Health asking families to keep testing household members using the Lateral 
Flow Tests.  We will resend this letter with the newsletter. Please can I encourage all families to keep  
following the Covid guidelines and help us all to stay as safe as possible.  
 
This half term staff will be preparing focus on transition and preparing your children for moving onto 
their next class and for Year 6 preparing them for their move to secondary school. During this half term 
we will be holding Sports Days but sadly at present advise is to keep this a non– parent event and to 
avoid mixing bubbles.  We will be creative in our approach and ensure that they go ahead.  
 
Teachers are busy writing your child’s annual report and these will be sent out to you Friday 9th July. I 
hope you will find them a useful summary of your child’s achievements this year. 
 
It is great to have such lovely weather and enjoy being out in the sun however it is important that we 
take care when in the sun. Please send your child in with a  suitable hat and a water bottle. In addition 
please put sun cream on your child before they come to school.

Reminder of the Covid 19 Extended Symptoms 
We would like to remind you of the guidelines from the local authority that we are obliged to follow in 
the event of a primary school ager child developing Covid symptoms or any extended symptoms. 

Please find below a list of the extended Covid symptoms which will now require a PCR test to be taken 
at a local test site. If you require a PCR test please go to https://www.gov.uk/get-coronavirus-test 

 

More common symptoms are: 

¶ Fever (high temperature) 
¶ A new and continuous cough 
¶ Anosmia (loss of smell) 
¶ Ageusia (loss of taste) 

 
Non-specific/extended symptoms include: 
¶ Shortness of breath 
¶ Fatigue 
¶ Loss of appetite 
¶ Myalgia (muscle aches) 
¶ Sore throat 
¶ Headache 
¶ Nasal congestion 
¶ Diarrhoea 
¶ Nausea 
¶ Vomiting 

 
If your child displays any of these symptoms, our school office will advise you to book a PCR test as  
advised by the Local Authority, your child will be able to return to school once a negative test result is  
received.  

If the office telephones you and asks you to arrange a PCR test for your child, please remember that 
they are only following guidance. Thank you in advance for your understanding and co-operation. 

 If your child tests positive for Covid, please text the school mobile (07789 966233) immediately (regardless of  

the time of the day/night or the day of the week/weekend). Please tell us your child’s name, the date that symp-

toms began, the date of the test and the date you received the result.
